Call Me MISTER & Emerging Scholars  $2.5 million
Clemson is requesting funding for enhanced scholarships and expanded program opportunities for Call Me MISTER and the Emerging Scholars program, two highly acclaimed programs housed at Clemson with statewide impact. Call Me MISTER educates and places African-American male teachers in underserved communities across the state. Emerging Scholars prepares students from economically disadvantaged areas for careers in college with summer experiences on campus.
Precision and Regenerative Medicine Institute (PRMI)  $3 million

PRMI is a unique collaborative education and research venture with MUSC to develop technology tailored for a given patient. Requested funds will allow PRMI to increase staff and support to accelerate towards the goal of making the state the premier destination for patient-focused healthcare and technology.
CU Advance: Engineering the Future of South Carolina  $5 million

Clemson seeks to meet and exceed the state’s demand for highly qualified engineers to support the knowledge economy. Requested dollars will provide stable funding for CU Advance, which will drive innovative engineering solutions to support industry competitiveness, create “cradle to career” education pathways from K12 through higher education into the industry and direct jobs and investment back to the state.
Clemson Design Center $1.5 million

For over 25 years, Clemson students have participated in Charleston-located design programs. With increased demand for these programs and the addition of new offerings need for more space has been realized. Funding will enable Clemson to lease adequate space for the Clemson Design Center.

Business & Behavioral Sciences Building 
$25 million

Provide a new facility to house and consolidate all undergraduate programs in the College of Business and Behavioral Sciences.  These programs are currently housed in Sirrine Hall, which was constructed in 1938 and has not been renovated in 35 years.  The building will create an enhanced interface between academics and industry while accommodating current and future growth and adapting to new technologies. 
Advanced Materials Science Complex Building
$25 million

Provide a state of the art facility for collaborative research and teaching for the Departments of Materials Science and Engineering, Chemical and Bio- Molecular Engineering and Chemistry. These programs are currently housed in antiquated facilities that require extensive maintenance. The facility will provide much-needed collocation of these integral studies.
Outdoor Laboratory Facilities Maintenance

$2.4 million

The Clemson University Outdoor Lab is a summer camp and meeting facility that serves more than 16,200 people annually. The facility is important to Clemson’s three mission areas: teaching, research and outreach. Built more than 40 years ago, the facility has many renovation and infrastructure needs. Requested funds will enable main road and shoulder upgrades, roof replacements in cabins, restroom renovations to meet ADA compliance, HVAC upgrades and the construction of a health center building.
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
