CODE VALENTINE PROCEDURES

CODE VALENTINE TEAM AND PROCEDURES

The “Code Valentine” signal will be made anytime a person on campus is in need of emergency services such as cardiac arrest or symptoms where the Code Valentine/First Responder Team may be needed. Teachers serving on the Code Valentine Team should include members of the First Responder Team. The announcement will be made using the office intercom or bull-horn. 
The signal will be given as follows: 
“CODE VALENTINE TO ROOM ____”
Members of the Code Valentine Team should notify the two staff members located nearest their classrooms that they are on the team. In an event that the team is called, the team members should report promptly to the designated room. The staff members near their room will make arrangements for and/or provide supervision of their students until they return.

Two members of the Code Valentine Team will both be responsible for reporting to the location of the AED, retrieving it, and bringing it to the designated room. Other members of the team will report and begin CPR/first aid as necessary.
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THE AED DEFIBRILLATORS IN OUR SCHOOL ARE LOCATED:
AED AWARENESS

These need to be located in an accessible area 24 hours a day – not locked in an inaccessible office. ALL STAFF need to know where this is. Each AED box should include the AED and a list of the location of other AED devices in the building.

Contents of the AED boxes should include:

1. AED

2. Location of other AEDs (if applicable)

3. Zip lock bag of AED supplies:

Razor

Barrier mouth piece

Scissors

2 pair of latex gloves


A towel
