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Due to College Board 2009-2010 Course Audits, AP assessments are excluded from the LHS Failure is Not an Option / Class I Assignment Re-Do policy.

Class I Assignments
1. Failures

· Students failing any Class I (Major) assignment will be required to re-do the assignment at least one time.
· Remediation / additional instruction prior to the re-do attempt will be provided by or under the direction of the classroom teacher.

· Re-do administrations will be conducted under the direction and supervision of the classroom teacher.

2. Non-Failures
· All students will be afforded the opportunity to make one (1) attempt to re-do Class I assignments to improve grades.

· Remediation / additional instruction prior to the re-do attempt will be provided by or under the direction of the classroom teacher.

· Re-do administrations will be conducted under the direction and supervision of the classroom teacher.

3. Re-do Materials

· Re-do materials will be determined by individual teachers or departments. 

· Teachers will utilize an alternate assessment for re-do purposes where applicable and / or possible.

· Teachers teaching the same courses are encouraged to work together to develop multiple assessments where applicable.

4. Extra Credit

· No “Extra Credit” opportunities will be allowed to “bring up” a product grade.
· Extra Credit / Optional assignments may be included in process grade opportunities.
5. Exam Exception

· Mid-Term, Benchmark, EOCT, and Final Exams are not subject to the re-do opportunity policy. No provisions will be made to allow any student to re-take any of these exams.


6. Teacher Options

· Teachers have the option of allowing a student more than one re-do opportunity in order to improve a failing score to a passing score.

· Teachers have the option of allowing (NOT REQUIRING) students to come in to participate in re-do assessments before and / or after school under the supervision of the teacher.

· Teachers have the option of extending the re-do policy to Class II (Minor) assessments.

7. Timeliness

· Teachers are highly encouraged to grade Class I assessments, provide remediation, and allow students to re-test in as short a time frame as possible.

· Teachers are to provide students with a clear understanding of the content and expectations of each Class I assessment throughout the course of instruction. Minimal time should be devoted to reviews prior to testing. Plans for post-assessment activities should include:

1. Whole-class discussion / review of the assessment

2. Re-do  time for students who fail and those who wish to improve
3. Quality assignment(s) for students who do not re-test and for those who finish the re-test during the class period. (Process Grade Opportunity)
